Where Did The Joker 
Come From? 

The Joker was introduced to the 
playing card deck in the United 
States. The styling's of the joker 
and its function are almost iden-
tical to the Fool from the origi-
nal French Tarot deck, which 
had been removed in the trans-
formation to the standard 52-
card French deck.  
 
It was devised for the game of 
Euchre, which spread from 
Europe to America beginning 
shortly after the American 
Revolutionary War and was 
very popular by the mid-19th 
century.  
 
In Euchre, the highest trump 
card is the Jack of the trump 
suit, called the right bower (or 
bauer); the second-highest 
trump, the left bower, is the 
Jack of the suit of the same 
color as trump. The joker was 
invented c. 1870 as a third 
trump, the best bower, which 
ranked higher than the other 
two bowers.  
 
The name of the card is be-
lieved to derive from juker, a 
variant name for Euchre. 
 

And now you know! 

No one knows precisely where cards 
came from or when. The most likely 
place seems to be China between the 
7th and 10th centuries. They may have 
arrived in Europe by way of  Marco 
Polo or other travelers who passed 
through the Far East.

The Bible makes no mention of a 
long-eared, short-tailed creature 
who delivers decorated eggs to well-
behaved children on Easter Sunday;

become a prominent symbol of 
Christianity's most important holiday.

"Osterhase" or "Oschter Haws." Their children made 
nests in which this creature could lay its colored eggs.  
 
Eventually, the custom spread across the U.S. and the 
fabled rabbit's Easter morning deliveries expanded to 
include chocolate and other types of candy and gifts, 
while decorated baskets replaced nests. Additionally, 
children often left out carrots for the bunny in case he 
got hungry from all his hopping.
