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What Is Prostate Cancer

Prostate cancer is a disease in which cancerous cells
develop in the prostate, one of the male sex glands.
Cancer of the prostate is one of the most commonly
occurring cancers in men in the United States. Al-
though the cause of the disease is not known, we do
know that the growth of cancer cells (like normal
cells) is stimulated by male hormones, particularly
testosterone.

The prostate is about the size of a walnut and is lo-
cated just below the bladder. It functions as part of
the male reproductive system by secreting a slightly
alkaline fluid that forms part of the seminal fluid.
The gland is made of:

1. three lobes that surround the upper part of the
urethra

2. the tube that carries urine and semen from the
other sex glands (the testicles and seminal
vesicles)

The Value of Early Detection

The American Cancer Society estimates that nearly
186,320 men in the United States will be diagnosed
with prostate cancer in 2008.

Fortunately, the survival rate is very high when
prostate cancer is detected early. Over the last two
decades the survival rate has increased dramatically,
from 67 percent to 92 percent due to improvements
in diagnostic and treatment methods.

Prostate cancer tends to grow slowly, and it is easi-
est to treat if it is found while it is still localized.
According to the American Cancer Society 68 per-
cent of men with prostate cancer that has not spread
will survive beyond ten years and 52 percent will
survive beyond fifteen years.

Testing Is Important

A PSA test and/or a digital rectal examination are
important tests that should be done for all men over
the age of 50 on a regular basis. Medicare will cover
the cost of this test.
