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HEADQUARTERS GRAND ARMY OF THE REPUBLIC 

Washington D.C. May 5, 1868 

General Orders No. 11 

I. The 30th day of May, 1868, is designated for the purpose of strewing 

with flowers, or other decorating the graves of comrades who died in defense of their 

country during the late rebellion, and whose bodies now lie in almost every city, village and hamlet 

churchyard in the land. In this observance no form of ceremony is prescribed, but Posts and comrades 

will, in their own way, arrange such fitting services and testimonials of respect as circumstances may 

permit. 

We are organized, Comrades, as our regulations tell us, for the purpose among other things, ―of          

preserving and strengthening those kind and fraternal feelings which have bound together the          

soldiers, sailors and marines who united to suppress the late rebellion.‖ What can aid more to assure 

this result than by cherishing tenderly the memory of our heroic dead? We should guard their graves 

with        sacred vigilance. All that the consecrated wealth and taste of the nation can add to their 

adornment and security is but a fitting tribute to the memory of her slain defenders. Let pleasant paths 

invite the coming and going of reverent visitors and fond mourners. Let no neglect, no ravages of 

time, testify to the present or to the coming generations that we have forgotten as a people the cost of 

a free and undivided republic. 

If other eyes grow dull and other hands slack, and other hearts cold in the solemn trust, ours shall 

keep it well as long as the light and warmth of life remain in us. 

Let us, then, at the time appointed, gather around their sacred remains and garland the passionless 

mounds above them with choicest flowers of springtime; let us raise above them the dear old flag 

they saved; let us in this solemn presence renew our pledge to aid and to assist those whom they have 

left among us as a sacred charge upon the Nation’s gratitude – the soldier’s and sailor’s widow and 

orphan. 

II. It is the purpose of the Commander-in-Chief to inaugurate this observance with the hope that it 

will be kept up from year to year, while a survivor of the war remains to honor the memory of his  

departed comrades. He earnestly desires the public press to call attention to this Order, and lend its 

friendly aid in bringing it to the notice of comrades in all parts of the country in time for simultane-

ous compliance therewith.

Players of the game "Hand and Foot" soon learned to recognize that 

name when they want to buy the wonderfully designed wooden card holders he makes.  Each one is 

handmade, signed and numbered.  Some recognize the talent and craftsmanship that went into the 

making of these well constructed boxes, others take them for granted.  DON'T.  Look again, they are 

truly quality workmanship. 

   His talent doesn't stop there.  A woodcarver extraordinaire, he is the winner of National and Inter-

national Awards.  What his mind sees and designs, his hands carve.  I first saw his talent when I pur-

chased the card box.  Then my eyes popped when I saw his absolutely unique hand carved canes.  

To date he has created 53 canes, eighteen he has gifted to lucky people and some have been donated 

to charitable groups to be auctioned off for large sums.  He still possesses 35 of those beauties and I 

always look to see which one he is using when I see him out and about.  I never cease to be amazed 

at his talent. 

  His artistic talent was recognized locally when his carvings were displayed at the Daytona Library, 

filling a whole case with the scope and depth of his skills.  The exquisite jewelry made for his wife 

and daughter, hand carved, beautifully painted or stained were admired by everyone. 

  Olive wood brought back from a trip to the Holy Land and carried on the plane by his wife, Anne, 

was later carved into two unique pieces.  Hand carved in one continuous piece from that wood are 

two beautiful crowns of thorns which now reside in two Catholic Parishes in Florida. 

   He often uses bass wood from the Linden tree which is light weight.  In his hands it becomes as 

smooth as marble.  A square block of wood calls to him and he can see what it will become.  A 

beautiful bird cage with two painted birds swinging inside all done without a break in that wood.  

He's in the process of making another with an owl on a swing.  (photo below) 

   We have over 350 homes in Carriage Cove; that’s over 350 stories.  How much hidden talent?

Zoonoses Part 1 
 

     Zoonoses are diseases of animals that can be transmitted to humans. Some are transmitted di-

rectly, such as rabies; others by a carrier (disease vector) such as a tick or flea. Lyme disease is tick-

borne. It is not directly transmitted from your pet to you. 

     Animal bites are the most common zoonosis! Each year, over 500 Floridians are hospitalized due 

to dog bites; two Floridians die from injuries due to dog bites.  

     Other common diseases we can catch from animals include ringworm (usually from kittens), cat 

scratch fever, toxoplasmosis and infection with the larvae of intestinal worms of dogs and cats. The 

mites that cause scabies, lice, and fleas may take up temporary residence on humans, but are not 

strictly speaking disease causing. 

     Some humans are more at risk of zoonotic infection than others: Thee include those whose im-

mune systems are more susceptible, such as pregnant women; the  elderly whose immune systems 

may be impaired; ―Immunocompromised‖ people undergoing cancer therapy, or HIV/AIDS patients, 

and infants and small children who have immature immune systems, or practice poor hygiene. 

     Ringworm is a fungal infection of the hair and skin, most commonly seen around the face and 

paws of kittens, although older animals, and dogs, can be infected. The lesions have broken hairs, 

and scaly skin patches. It is transmitted by spores. Lesions transmitted to humans can occur an any 

skin contact area, but often where clothing rubs the spores into the  skin such as under collars and 

cuffs.   

     Cat scratch fever or disease is a bacterial infection spread by saliva, or the scratch or bite of an 

infected animal, most often a kitten, that typically causes swelling of the lymph nodes. Cat scratch 

disease is not contagious from person to person. Fleas spread the bacteria between cats.

4-4.5 oz. Field greens or Mesclun blend

1/4 cup salad oil          1/4 cup honey  
1/4 cup lemon juice     1/2 tsp prepared spicy brown mustard  
1/4 tsp salt                 1/4 tsp paprika  
dash white pepper  
2 medium strawberries cleaned and sliced  

Measure ingredients for dressing into blender and blend at highest speed until strawberries are thoroughly 
incorporated. Chill until about 30 minutes before serving. Rinse and thoroughly dry greens. Clean and slice 
strawberries. Just before serving, combine strawberries with salad greens. Add dressing and toss lightly. 
Top with your favorite croutons.  
 

Prep Time:20 min 

Start to Finish:6 hr 20 min 

makes:10 servings (about 1/2 cup each) 

   10 cups water 

2 cups dried navy beans (1 lb) 

1/2 cup packed brown sugar 

1/4 cup molasses 

1 teaspoon salt 

6 slices bacon, crisply cooked, crumbled 

1 medium onion, chopped (1/2 cup) 

3 cups water 

1. Heat oven to 350°F. In ovenproof Dutch oven, heat 10 cups water and the beans to boiling. Boil uncovered 2 

minutes. Stir in remaining ingredients except 3 cups water. 

2. Cover; bake 4 hours, stirring occasionally. 

3. Stir in 3 cups water. Bake uncovered 2 hours to 2 hours 15 minutes longer, stirring occasionally, until beans are 

tender and desired consistency.
